CA Legislative Update: 
 

This is what APPEARS to have happened (abbreviated form) on the 2009-2010 
budget: 
 

1. Sales Tax  increase:  1% 
2. Income tax increase across the board:  0.25% 
3. Vehicle license fee increase from 0.65%  to 1.15% of vehicle value 

 

Senator Maldonado, Santa Maria cast the final vote needed to pass the 
budget after the following provisions: 

 

1. Gas tax increase of  $0.12 a gallon was removed 
2. Three additional propositions placed before voters and if approved: 

a. Institute an open primary system 
b. Prevent legislators from getting paid if the budget is not passed on 

time 
c. Stop salary increases to legislators if the state is operating in the 

red.
